TIMELINE FOR ADMISSIONS: 
January 6th-17th-Re-registration for existing families and any new siblings. (Discount window) 

January 20th-January 31st - Re-registration for existing families and any new siblings.(No discount)  

February 3th – Open enrollment. 

Priority Consideration for admission to Most Blessed Sacrament Catholic School will be given to applicants 
who are practicing, registered, and contributing members of one of the sponsoring parishes. 

 
Practicing is defined as participating in the life of the parish and community. 
Registered is defined as having completed a parish registration form. Consideration will be given 
to the length of time a family has been registered. 
Contributing is defined as being a regular contributor to the offertory collection.
